
 

 QUESTION 55. Ask what are the business' earnings last year. Help the 

respondent to approximate or compute his/her earnings in the business engaged in. 

Record the response in the box provided. 

 

 QUESTION 56. Ask the respondent the animals they own and use for their 

business or for household consumption and the number of each item.  

 

OTHER SOURCES OF INCOME (QUESTION 57-58) 

 QUESTION 57. This section will gather family income from sources other than 

work. Possible sources of income includes:  

 

1. cash receipts or assistance from abroad or domestic sources 

2. rentals from lands, buildings, spaces and other properties 

3. interests from bank deposits or loans 

4. pension and retirement, workmen's compensation and social security benefits 

5. net winnings from gambling, sweepstakes and raffles 

6. dividends from investments 

7. profit from sales of stocks, bonds, and real and personal property 

8. backpay and proceeds from insurance 

9. inheritance 

 

Ask the respondents if he/she or any of the members of the household has 

received any income coming from these sources during the past year. If the answer is 

yes, ask question 58 (GO TO 58). If there is none, then proceed to question 54 (GO TO 

59). 

 

 

PEACE AND ORDER (Question no. 59-64) 

 QUESTION 59. Ask the respondent the question "Mayroon bang kasambahay 

na naging biktima ng alin mang krimen noong nakaraang taon?"  If there are victims of 

crime in the household, ask question 60; otherwise proceed to question 61. 



 

 

QUESTION 61 APPLIES TO THOSE HOUSEHOLDS WHO HAD MEMBERS 
VICTIMIZED BY CRIMES 

QUESTION 61. If there were household members victimized by any crime, ask 

the respondent what is the type of crime. Cross out the response "mayroon" if there was 

a household member who was a victim of the particular crime and determine the number 

of household members victimized by that particular crime.  Otherwise, Cross out the 

response "none" if there were no household member ever been a victim of a particular 

crime. If the particular type of crime, where the household member was a victim, is not 

included in the list, record the type of crime in the space provided.  

 

 QUESTION 62.  Ask the respondent whether any of the household members had 

been victimized by armed encounters last year.  

 

 Armed conflict refers to any conflict between two organized groups. It involves 

the actual use of armed force. It results in the disruption of normal social, economical, 

political and cultural activities in a geographical area. 

 

If there are victims of armed encounters in the household, ask question 62; 

otherwise proceed to question 63. 

 

QUESTION 62 APPLIES TO THOSE HOUSEHOLDS WITH MEMBERS VICTIMIZED 

BY ARMED CONFLICT 

 QUESTION 62. Ask the number of household members who had been victims of 

armed conflict. Write the number in the provided box. 

 

 QUESTION 63.  Ask the respondent whether there was incidence of domestic 

violence in the household last year.  

 

 Domestic violence is any physical, emotional, psychological, sexual, economic 

assault against spouse, children, domestic helper, and other family members. This 



refers to a "family affair" crime resulting in an assault of one member against other 

members of the family. 

 

If are incidences of domestic violence in the household, ask question 64; 

otherwise proceed to question 65. 

 

QUESTION 64 APPLIES TO THOSE HOUSEHOLDS WHO HAD MEMBERS 
VICTIMIZED BY DOMESTIC VIOLENCE 

 QUESTION 64. Ask the number of household members who had been victims of 

domestic violence. Write the number in the provided box. 

 

HEALTH (Question no. 65-72) 

 QUESTION 65. Determine from the respondent if there is any person who 

resided in the household during the past year but is no longer living with the household 

as of the day of visit. If the response is "mayroon" proceed in asking questions 66. If the 

response is "wala" or none, proceed to 70. 

 

QUESTION 66 APPLIES ONLY TO THOSE HOUSEHOLDS WHO HAD PREVIOUS 

HOUSEHOLD MEMBER NOT RESIDING IN THE HOUSEHOLD AT THE TIME OF 

THE VISIT 

 QUESTION 66. Ask the respondent the whereabouts of the person who usually 

resided with the household in the past year as of the time of the visit. Ask the 

respondent if that member is living elsewhere or has died. If the person in question lives 

elsewhere, proceed to question 70 (GO TO 70). If the person in question died, proceed 

to question 67 (GO TO 67). Note that it is possible that there may be several previous 

members, some may be living elsewhere and some may be already dead. 

 

QUESTION 67-69 APPLIES ONLY TO THOSE HOUSEHOLDS WHO HAD 

PREVIOUS MEMBERS WHO HAD DIED FOR THE PAST 12 MONTHS STARTING 

AT THE TIME OF THE VISIT 

 QUESTION 67. For household member(s) who died during the year, ask the 

name of the person who died. Write the names in the boxes provided. 



 

QUESTION 68. For each of the deceased household member, ask the age when 

he/she died. Do this for each of the names listed in (67). Write the age in the boxes 

provided. 

 

QUESTION 69. For each of the deceased household member, ask the main 

cause of death. Do this for each of the names listed in (67). Some possible responses 

are provided regarding the cause of death.  

 
1. Sakit sa puso 

2. Pneumonia 

3. Tuberculosis 

4. Cancer 

5. Diarrhea 

6. Measles 

7. Ibang sanhi (isulat) 

 

Enter the appropriate code or write down the response if it is not specified. 

 

Note that the questions about death are among the most difficult on which to 

obtain accurate data. Some respondents may be reluctant to talk about this subject and 

may become sad or upset that you are asking such questions. You should be 

sympathetic and tactful in such situations. Say that you know that the subject is painful 

but the information is very important.  

 

QUESTION 70. Ask the respondent how many full meals they usually have in a day for 

the past  week. Write down the number of full meals eaten in the box provided. 

 

ACCESS TO HEALTH FACILITY AND SERVICE (QUESTION 71-72) 

 QUESTION 71.  Ask the respondent if any of the household members had 

received any health services during the past year. The types of health services are: 

1. Immunization for children 

2. Family planning services 



3. Preventive services 

4. Curative services 

5. Day care services 

6. Feeding program 

7. Other health services (specify) 

 

Check the box in the "Yes" column if the household had availed of the health 

services then proceed in asking question (72). Otherwise, check the box in the "No" 

column, if they have not availed of that health service. Do this for each of the health 

services listed in the table.  

 

 QUESTION 72. If the household had availed of the particular health service, ask 

the respondent what type of health facility provided the health service. The codes for the 

type of health facility are: 

 

1. Public/government hospital 

2. Private hospital 

3. Health center 

4. Private clinic 

5.  Albulario  

6. Other health facility (specify) 

 

Enter the appropriate code or write down the response if it is not specified. 

 

SOCIAL AND COMMUNITY (Question no. 73) 

 QUESTION 73.  Ask the respondent the question " Sa inyong palagay, ano ang 

mga suliranin ng inyong barangay? " Write down the answer in the space provided for 

you. If there is more than one answer, record at most three answers. 
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HOUSING (QUESTION 74-88) 

 QUESTION 74. Ask the question as worded and check the appropriate code to 



indicate the tenure status of the housing unit and lot occupied by the family.  

 

 The choices in 74 are: 

  

1. Own or owner - like possession of house and lot 

2. Rent house/room including lot 

3. Own house, rent lot 

4. Own house, rent-free lot with consent of owner 

5. Own house, rent-free lot without consent of owner 

6. Rent-free house and lot with consent of owner 

7. Rent-free house and lot without consent of owner 

8. Other tenure status (specify) 

 

Enter the appropriate code or write down the response if it is not specified. 

 

 

 QUESTION 75. Ask the question " How many bedrooms does the housing unit 

has?" Enter the answer in the box provided after the question. 

   

 QUESTION 76. Ask the respondent the different appliances and amenities the 

household has. Some of the amenities are listed below the question. Record the number 

of units they have and the number of working items. List also the appliances that are not 

specified in the list and record the number of units and the number of serviceable units. 

 

 QUESTION 77. Ask the respondent the different vehicles the household owns. A 

list of the types of vehicles is given to you. List other vehicles the household has that are 

not specified in the list. Record the number of units and the number of working units. 

 

 QUESTION 78. Check from among the choices the fuel that is used by the 

household for its lighting facility. Check all possible responses, if the household uses 

two or more fuels for lighting. Write in the questionnaire the other fuels used by the 

household not specified in the list. 



 

  See Figure 1 for the different types of fuel for lighting. If the household 

source their power for lighting their home from electricity, proceed in asking questions 

79 and 80 (GO TO 79), otherwise proceed in asking question 81 (SKIP TO 81). 

 

QUESTION 79-80 APPLIES TO HOUSEHOLDS WITH ELECTRICITY AS THEIR 

MAIN SOURCE OF LIGHTING. 

QUESTION 79.  Ask the respondent where does the household source their 

electricity. Identify whether the household sources their electricity from an electric power 

plant or from a motor generator. Enter the appropriate code or write down the response 

if it is not specified. 

 

QUESTION 80. Ask the respondent the number of hours in a day the electricity is 

available in their household. Enter the number of hours in the box provided. 

 

 QUESTION 81. Check from among the choices the fuel that is used by the 

household for cooking. Write in the appropriate space the fuel used by the household if 

it is not specified in the list. Check all possible responses, if two or more kinds of 

cooking fuel are used. 

 

 Refer to Figure 2 for the kinds of fuel used for cooking. 

 

 QUESTION 82. Check from among the list the household's main source of 

drinking water. If there are two or more sources of water for drinking, report the source 

used most of the time during the past twelve (12) months. 

 

 The different sources of drinking water are as follows: 

 
� Own use, faucet, community water system - the household get its water supply 

from a faucet inside the house/yard directly connected to a water pipeline from the 

community water system. 

� Shared, faucet, community water system - the household gets its water supply 



from the faucet of another household, establishment, or office, which is connected to 

the community water system. 

� own use, tubed/piped deep well - water is taken from a tubed/piped well which is at 

least 100 feet (5 pcs. of 20 ft. pipes)or 30 meters deep and for private use of the 

household or households in the same building or compound. 

� shared, tubed/piped deep well - water is taken from a deep well, which is at least 

100 ft. or 30 meters  deep of another household, establishment, or office or from a 

deep well which was constructed for public use. 

� Tubed/ pipes shallow well - water is taken from a tubed/ piped well which is less 

than 100 feet deep. 

� Dug well - the household gets its water supply from a well which may be provided 

with a protective device against contamination or pollution. 

� Spring, lake, river, rain, etc. - the household gets its water supply from natural 

bodies of water, or water accumulated from rainfall. 

� Others - other sources not falling in any of the categories above. Specify it in the 

questionnaire. 

 

 If the main source of drinking water of the household is shared, asked how many 

households share the particular source of water facility. It would be desirable to ask also 

who are the households who share the shared water facility. Boxes in (82) opposite 

shared water facilities are provided to elicit this information. 

 

 Figure 3 shows the types of sources of drinking water facilities. 

 

 QUESTION 83. Ask the number of faucets, if any, the household have. Write the 

number at the box provided. 

 

 QUESTION 84. Check the choice from the list that corresponds to the type of 

toilet facility a household has. 

 

 The different types of toilet facilities are listed below: 
� flush, used exclusively by the household 

� flush, shared with other households 

� "de buhos", used exclusively by the household 

� "de buhos", shared with other households 



� Closed pit - it is a type of toilet without a water-sealed bowl and the depository is 

constructed usually of large circular tubes made of concrete or clay covered on top 

and has a small opening. It may or may not have a box for sitting or squatting over the 

opening. Ex: antipolo, etc. 

� Open pit - it is the same as the closed pit but without covering. 

� Others (pail system, etc.) - classify here a toilet wherein fecal matter is accumulated 

in a pail to be picked up for disposal from time to time or any kind of toilet facility not 

belonging to the preceding types. 

� None - for households using no toilet facility. 

 

 If the toilet facility of the household is shared, asked how many households share 

the particular toilet facility. It would be desirable to ask also who are the households who 

share the shared toilet facility. Boxes in (84) opposite shared toilet facilities are provided 

to elicit this information. 

 

 Figure 4 shows the types of toilet facilities. 

 

 QUESTION 85. Inquire from the respondent the manner by which the household 

disposes its kitchen garbage. If the household has various ways of disposing its kitchen 

garbage, ask for the manner used most of the time. 

 

 Described below are some of the more common methods of disposal used in the 

country: 

 
� Picked up by service garbage truck - when the local government or a private contractor 

manages the systematic collection of garbage in the community using garbage 

trucks/carts. 

� Burning - when the household dumps its garbage in an open space or pit and burns it. 

� Dumping in individual closed pit - when garbage is simply thrown in closed pits 

whether inside the yard or vacant lots and left to decay. 

� Dumping in individual open pits - when garbage is simply thrown in open pits whether 

inside the yard or vacant lots and left to decay. 

� Others - such as burying, composting, feeding to animals, thrown into esteros, rivers etc. 

 



Note: The following numbers (86-88) may be answered by mere observation of the type 

of materials used to construct the part of the house, but if in doubt, ask the respondent. 

 

QUESTION 86. Check from among the list the type of material used in the 

construction of the outer wall. 

 

 The kinds of materials used and their codes are: 

 
� concrete/brick/stone 

� wood 

� half concrete/brick/stone and half wood 

� galvanized iron/aluminum 

� bamboo/sawali/cogon/nipa 

� asbestos 

� glass 

� makeshift/salvaged/improvised materials 

� no walls 

� others (specify) 

 

 If two or more kinds of materials are used, report the material most used or the 

material used in the main portion of the house. Bamboo used in the outer wall is 

included in Wood. 

 

 Housing units in structures such as culverts, bridges, and the like, the answer 

should be makeshift/salvaged/improvised materials. 

 

 Specify the kind of construction materials used for those materials not specified 

in the list. 

 

 QUESTION 87. Check from among the list the type of material used in the 

construction of the roof. 

 

 The kind of materials used for roofs is: 



 
� galvanized iron/aluminum 

� tile/concrete/clay tile 

� half galvanized iron and half concrete 

� wood 

� cogon/nipa/anahaw 

� asbestos 

� makeshift/salvaged/improvised materials 

� Others (specify) 

 

 If two or more kinds of materials are used, report the material most used in the 

main portion of the house. Bamboo used as roofing is included in Wood. 

 

 Housing units in structures such as culverts, bridges, and the like, the answer 

should be makeshift/salvaged/improvised materials. 

 

 Specify the kind of construction materials used for those materials not specified 

in the list. 

 

 QUESTION 88. Check from among the list the type of material used in the 

construction of the floor. 

 

 The materials used for floors are as follows: 

 
� natural floor/earth/sand 

� wood/palm/bamboo 

� ceramic tiles 

� marbles 

� cement 

� others (specify) 

 

 If two or more kinds of materials are used, report the material most used in the 

main portion of the house. 

 



TIME FINISHED 

If the questionnaire is already accomplished, go back to the cover page and write 

the time the interview ended.  

 

ASSESSMENT 

Also, write down your comments regarding the conduct of the interview. Assess 

the quality of the information obtained from the interview.
